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 The School Day 

School gates will open at 6:30am and children can be dropped off. Secondary students will line 

up and wait to be collected by their form tutor. 

The National Anthem will be played at 7:05am. All children, teachers and visitors to the school 

will stand in silence and face the national flag. 

The school day begins for all pupils at 7:00am. All children should be in school before this time 

to ensure that they do not miss out on registration with the form or class teacher and lose 

valuable learning time. Lateness to registration will be recorded on the registers and school 

reports. School ends each day at 1:40pm for Secondary students. 

 Registration 7.00 – 7.10 a.m. 

Registration time is when student attendance is recorded by their class teacher. This is 

a time for teachers to greet their students. Punctuality helps your child settle into the school 

day quickly. Children must be present in registration. This is not optional.  

 

 End of the School Day 

Secondary students must leave promptly at 1.40 pm. Younger siblings may be collected 

with consent. Any secondary child who is not collected or leave at 1.40 pm will be required to 

wait in designated areas until collection. There must be no congregation outside of the school. 

 

 Punctuality 

It is a requirement of the Ministry of Education to record punctuality. If there is an occasion 

when a child arrives after 7.00 am, the child’s name will be recorded by reception and given a 

late slip. Traffic in Doha can be unpredictable and therefore we request that journeys to school 

be planned to arrive for 6.55 am at the latest. 

Regular lateness to school is a serious issue and will be recorded on a student’s academic report.

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 Extra-Curricular Activities (ECAs)

offer occasional diverse activities at additional cost. 

 Uniform 

School uniform is compulsory and an important part of belonging to the community of 

NIS Smash. It is therefore imperative that pupils come to school dressed appropriately. All boys 

in Secondary are required to wear a school tie. and black shoes.

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 Lockers

student to look after them. 

 

 Key Procedures 

 Security and Visitors to the School 

All visitors to the school must obtain authorization to enter the school from the security 

staff, where they will be issued with the security pass. Parent must then report to 

reception. 

 

 Absence and Late Procedure 

It is vital that students attend school every day so they are able to keep up with work. 

Students who regularly miss days through sickness or other reasons often have problems 

catching up with work and tend to become frustrated. This can often affect their 

behaviour. It is essential that all students attend the registration period as important 

information is given out at this time. The school calendar and Attendance Policy is 

available on our website and at the back of this handbook. 

 

 Accidents and Sickness 

If a student is ill or injured during the day, the school nurse will assess the child and 

contact parents if necessary. Students may not contact home directly if they are unwell; 

they must report to the nurse for assessment. Parents may not come into school to 

remove a student on the grounds of ill health without prior notification from the nurse. 

The School Nurses are located on the 1st floor of the building. She assists in health 

education within the school and maintains health records on each child so that the best 

care and treatment can be given. Parents are notified of any problems.

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 Examinations 

Internal examinations take place at the end of each term. Parents are given notification of these 

examinations and a timetable will be sent home with the student a few weeks before the start.  

 

 Key Stage 3  

Key Stage 3 is the collective name given to Years 7, 8 and 9. All students follow The National 

Strategies for all subjects. 

 

Our Key Stage 3 curriculum builds on the experiences students have had at their Primary School. 

Our aim is to maintain the strengths of the primary approach as we introduce teaching by 

subject specialists. In particular, we want our students to use their skills across the curriculum 

and not to confine them to the subject in which they happen to be learned. Information 

Technology equips students with skills which are used and reinforced across all subjects. 

 

Thirteen subjects are offered: English, Mathematics, Science, ICT, History, History of Qatar, 

Geography, French, Arabic, Islamic Studies or Citizenship, P.E., Art & Design and Design & 

Technology. Arabic, English and Mathematics are taught each day of the academic week.  

 

Within the structure of the National Strategies, the Programme of Study sets out what students 

should be taught, and the attainment target sets out the expected standards of each student's 

performance. The aim of KS3 is to focus upon the practical development of the skills needed as 

to develop our students to become successful learners who enjoy learning, make progress and 

achieve; confident individuals who are able to live safe, healthy and fulfilling lives and 

responsible citizens who make a positive contribution to society. 

 

The pastoral care of students includes the general discipline of all students in KS3 as well as the 

monitoring of uniforms, attendance, lateness and making parent contact when required. This is 

carried out by our pastoral care team of tutors and Heads of Year. School policies are referenced

As part of standardisation of Newton Group of Schools, at Newton International School the 

IGCSE certification is completed through two examination boards namely Cambridge 

Assessment International Education and Pearson Edexcel Examination boards.
